Hamper program starts around October and ends just before Christmas. It is held at the Farmers Institute on the weekend before Christmas 
General duties to be done before filling the hampers:
· putting up tables
· putting together boxes/ placing on tables

· organizing all canned/boxed goods on tables around the perimeter of building (with direction from coordinators)
· bagging vegetable and fruits 
· bagging dog and cat food

· breaking down cardboard boxes
· sweeping all floors

· being available for last minute jobs

Filling hampers - working with a partner and shopping like in a grocery store – buggies are provided for this part of the program
· one person reading off a grocery list provided by the coordinators, the other person selecting listed items and placing them in the box/buggy
· volunteers to keep stocking the tables for the shoppers from cases under the tables - this is a vital volunteer job as it helps keep a continued flow for shoppers
· extra volunteers to go around and gather all empty boxes from tables and breaking them down

· cleaning or sweeping up any spills, keeping the way clear for shoppers with buggies – this is a vital volunteer job as it helps keep a continued flow for shoppers 
Lunch Volunteers:

· a group of 2 to 3 volunteers to organize the coffee, tea, snacks and lunch for all (two/three) days. This entails deciding menus (which can be as simple as you want) and being as thrifty as possible by using donated items from the food bank. The coordinator will go over this with any volunteer. 

Responsibilities for lunch position:

· at Farmers Inst by early morning each day to get coffee ready and set out the food for the day – usually 9 am
· be responsible for cleaning up and putting away all dishes
· making sure at the end of the day if they are last out that all doors are locked and windows closed
Skills needed for all positions: 
· a good sense of humor

· able to take direction from others
· able to direct authority where needed and assess any confrontational situation calmly
Time required for all positions:  
- The main volunteer part of the hampers is usually the weekend before Christmas either a full day or part of a day or all weekend. Your choice!
Volunteer Benefits:
· will be welcomed into a fun and busy atmosphere at a festive time of year
· working with about 20 to 30 volunteers over a two/three day weekend
· Knowing you are helping others makes you a valuable community member
